INSTRUCTIONS:
1. With the truck sitting on a flat and level surface, measure the distance from the center of the front spindle to
the top of the fender opening. Write this measurement down, you will need to refer back to it later.

2. Jack up the front end of the truck and support the frame rails with jack stands. NEVER WORK UNDER
AN UNSUPPORTED VEHICLE! Remove the front tires and remove the sway bar endlinks.

3. Remove the three nuts securing the upper spring seat to the frame mount. Leave the upper spring seat/strut
assembly nut attached. Remove the nut and bolt securing the bottom of the spring seat/strut assembly to the
lower control arm and remove the assembly from the truck.

4. Take the new assembled coil over shock and position it onto the truck. Using the supplied 3/8” bolts, with
one 3/8” lock washer followed by a 3/8” flat washer, secure the new aluminum spring seat to the upper



spring mount. Using the original lower nut and bolt, secure the lower coil over mount to the lower control
arm. DO NOT TORQUE ANY OF THE HARDWARE. Tighten the upper coil over shock nut enough to
slightly compress the urethane bushings and set the nylon portion of the nut onto the threads of the coil-over
shaft.

. Torque the three top bolts on the upper spring seat to 28 ft/lbs. And torque the lower coil-over mount to
65 ft/Ibs. Tighten the lower coil spring collar on the coil-over until you start to compress the coil spring.
Make sure the top of the coil spring is seated in the urethane insulator and the bottom of the coil spring is
properly resting on the aluminum collar. Continue to tighten the lower collar by hand until you can go no
farther. Using the supplied spanner wrench, tighten the spring collar until there is 1” of thread exposed
below the lower spring collar. Tighten the locking collar under the lower spring collar, you can use a
hammer and drift punch to tap the collar around until it's tight.

Repeat steps three through five on the opposite side of the truck.

Reinstall the front tires and torque the front lug nuts to factory specifications, factory torque specifications
can be found in your owner’s manual. Raise the front of the truck off of the jack stands and set it back onto
the ground. Bounce up and down on the front end of the truck to settle the front coil springs.

Front ride height can be set from 1” to 3” over the original ride height. ON TRUCKS WITHOUT
MANUAL LOCKING HUBS, DO NOT EXCEED 2” OVER ORIGINAL RIDE HEIGHT UNLESS
YOU ARE INSTALLING MANUAL LOCKING HUBS DURING THE INSTALLATION OF THIS
COIL-OVER KIT. Measure the distance from the center of the front spindle to the top of the fender
opening. Compare this with your original measurement and adjust the ride height as desired. To make
adjustments to the ride height of your truck, jack up the front end of the truck and support the frame rails
with jack stands. NEVER WORK UNDER AN UNSUPPORTED VEHICLE! Loosen the locking nut
on the lower spring collar and either tighten or loosen the collar using the supplied spanner wrench. Make
adjustments two turns per measurement, be sure to tighten the locking nut on the lower spring collar to 20
ft/lbs. prior to setting the truck back on the ground.

. After you have set the proper ride height, reinstall the front sway bar links and check the toe in of the front
tires. Adjust the toe in if necessary and test drive the truck. Check the torque on all newly installed
hardware and make any ride height adjustments if necessary. Measure the ride height after 50 miles, adjust
if necessary and have the truck aligned to factory specifications.

RETORQUE ALL NUTS, BOLTS AND LUGS AFTER 50 MILES AND PERIODICALLY THEREAFTER.
