TUNED FOR YOUR VEHICLE IN ORDER TO OPTIMIZE YOUR RIDE. REMEMBER THAT
EACH DIRT LOGIC SHOCK IS DESIGNED AND BUILT TO BOTH BEAUTIFY AND UPGRADE
YOUR VEHICLE SO SPECIAL CARE SHOULD BE TAKEN WHEN INSTALLING AND
CLEANING YOUR NEW DIRT LOGIC SHOCK.

BEFORE INSTALLING THIS SHOCK MAKE SURE TO FOLLOW THE INSTRUCTIONS
SUPPLIED WITH THE FABTECH PERFORMANCE SUSPENSION SYSTEM YOU PURCHASED.

THIS DIRT LOGIC SHOCK IS SHIPPED PRESSURIZED WITH NITROGEN. PAY CAREFUL
ATTENTION NOT TO DISCHARGE THIS SHOCK WITHOUT PROPER TOOLS AND
TRAINING. DO NOT USE ANY HEAVY DEGREASER OR OTHER ACIDIC CLEANER ON ANY
PART OF THIS SHOCK.

IF THIS SHOCK IS EQUIPPED WITH A COIL, BE AWARE THAT THE COIL HAS SOME
AMOUNT OF PRELOAD FROM THE FACTORY AND SHOULD NOT BE REMOVED WITHOUT
PROPER TOOLS AND TRAINING.

IF THIS SHOCK IS EQUIPPED WITH A RESERVOIR HOSE, DO NOT LOOSEN OR REMOVE
HOSE WITHOUT FOLLOWING PROPER DIRECTION AND TRAINING AND USING PROPER
TOOLS.

DO NOT ALTER THE FINISH OF THESE COMPONENTS, EXAMPLE- CHROMING, ZINC
PLATING OR PAINTING. CHANGING THE FINISH CAN CAUSE STRUCTURAL FATIGUE OF
COMPONENTS.

CHECK ALL PARTS INCLUDED IN THIS KIT TO THE PARTS LIST ABOVE BEFORE

INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Disconnect the negative terminal on the battery. Park the
truck on level ground and set the emergency brake. Jack up
the front end of the truck and support the frame at the front
with jack stands. NEVER WORK UNDER AN
UNSUPPORTED VEHICLE. Remove the front tires.

2. Working from the driver side of the truck, remove the dual
front white body shocks. Discard the shocks and save all the
old hardware.

3. Locate Dirt Logic 2.0 front shocks p/n FTS80112 Resi.
Shock. Using the supplied bushing kit, install two bushings
and a sleeve into each end of the shocks.

4. Install the assembled shock using the original hardware into
the shock hoop with the reservoir facing towards the outside
of the truck. Insert the bolt into the front of the mount (with a
washer) through the upper mount. Place a washer between
both sides of the shock. Push the bolt through the center upper
mount. Place another washer on the bolt and follow with the
shock and another washer. Place another washer and Ny-Lock
nut on the outside of the mount. Torque to 55 Ibs.

Now install the lower rod end of the shock into the tabs on the
upper arm. Place the % washers in the same places as the top
mount; slide the saved %2 X 6” bolt through and hand tighten.
Torque to 55 ft Ibs. NOTE: Make sure a washer is placed
on both sides of the shock bushing. This is needed to keep
the bushing from failing.

Locate the reservoir mounting kit p/n FTS89904. Read the
instructions supplied with the kit carefully before installing
reservoirs. Note: Make sure that the bottom of the
reservoir bodies are not lower than the shock bodies. This
will keep the upper A-Arms from hitting.

Repeat steps two through six on passenger side of the truck.
Turn the wheels left to right to check for clearance from the
reservoir to tire before driving to make sure nothing is going

to hit.

Re-torque all the hardware after 200 miles
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Mount Resi bodies above the
bottom of the shock bodies

RETORQUE ALL NUTS, BOLTS AND LUGS AFTER 50 MILES AND PERIODICALLY THEREAFTER

Take apart shocks are considered a serviceable shock with a one year warranty on leakage only. Service seal kits are available separately for future
maintenance. All other shocks are covered under our Limited Lifetime Warranty.

Fabtech does not warrant any product for finish, alterations, modifications and/or installation contrary to Fabtech’s instructions. Alterations to the finish
of the parts including but not limited to painting, powdercoating, plating and/or welding will void all warranties. Some finish damage may occur to parts
during shipping which is considered normal and is not covered under warranty.

Fabtech products are not designed nor intended to be installed on vehicles used in race applications or for racing purposes or for similar activities. (A
“RACE” is defined as any contest between two or more vehicles, or any contest of one or more vehicle against the clock, whether or not such contest is
for a prize). This warranty does not include coverage for police or taxi vehicles, race vehicles, or vehicles used for government or commercial purposes.
Also excluded from this warranty are sales outside of the United States of America.

Fabtech suspension components must be installed as a complete system including shocks as shown in our current catalog. All warranties will become
void if Fabtech parts are combined and/or substituted with other aftermarket suspension products. Combination and/or substitution of other aftermarket
suspension parts may cause premature wear and/or product failure resulting in an accident causing injury or death. Fabtech does not warrant products not
manufactured by Fabtech.

Installation of Fabtech product may void the vehicles factory warranty; it is the consumer’s responsibility to check with their local vehicle’s dealer for
warranty disposition before the installation of the product.
